Entiendo que esta clase deberia crear una geometria compatible con LineString, y sin embargo, crea una geometria Surface, que es
de tipo POLYGON en lugar de LINESTRING.

He cambiado el cédigo para que genere una geometria tipo Curve en lugar de Surface y ahora si que me funciona correctamente.

La cuestién es: ¢porqué se esta creando una geometria tipo Surface en lugar de Curve? ;Cambiar a Curve tendra efectos

colaterales?
